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Screening increases early breast cancer detection: mammography starting at
age 40 generally.

Breast cancer treatment discussions include Surgery, Radiation, Systemic
Therapies. Genetics may influence treatment recommendations.

More aggressive surgery does not mean better oncologic outcomes. Breast
conservation (lumpectomy) is very safe for many early breast cancer patients.

Patients facing mastectomy have low baseline knowledge (~57%) — informed
consent requires active, structured communication

Use both percentages and proportions when presenting risk; state survival
and mortality frames together

Shared decision making is not optional — patients who are informed and
preference-concordant have better outcomes and fewer regrets
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Summary for Breast Cancer &
Treatment for Providers

Surgery
* Breast: lumpectomy vs mastectomy

 Axilla: SLNBx vs ALND. Patients >70yo. Breast with small, favorable
tumors consider omitting SLN.

Adjuvant Treatment
* Radiation: Breast conservation, T3 (>5 cm), node positive. Young age and
aggressive phenotype, consider post mastectomy radiation
» Possible omission for patients >70, node negative, small, favorable tumors

« Systemic therapies: Chemotherapy, anti-estrogen if HR+, H2N targeted
therapies if HER2+, immunotherapy
